Squash and Badminton Club membership

As a Squash or Badminton Club financial member, you may buy your own club key that lets you use the courts and facilities at your convenience (see below), and you may play in the weekly club session of your choice. Annual membership subscriptions are due and effective from 1 March. If your subscription includes court use, you may use the courts with other subscribers at no charge, or bring a guest to play by paying a casual visitor fee. If you would like to be eligible to compete within and outside the club, we can affiliate you to your national sporting body. Visitors to the club may join in with our weekly club sessions by paying a visitors fee. Kumeu has a sociable friendly atmosphere, and we want all members to join in with club activities and social events from time to time.

Club Service – we own our facilities and operate them by voluntary labour, and so every senior club member is required to help with the following items. We ask all other club members to help however they can.

· fund-raising (such as managing parking for the annual A&H Show and running social events) 
· working bees 
· maintaining the buildings and grounds

· taking a turn on the bar roster
If you are a senior member and do not wish to be obliged to support your club in this way, you may alternatively pay the annual ‘club service waiver’ shown in the KRC Price List. 
Prepaid Casual membership 

As a Prepaid Casual member, you can hire courts casually for your chosen sporting code. You must be at least 17 years old on the first of January. You must buy your own club key, and pay for your court hire in advance, with a minimum purchase each time. You are welcome to participate in one weekly club session of your choice while your membership is current, but you may be charged a visitor’s fee. To keep your key active you must pay the annual subscription, which is due and effective from the anniversary of the date when you first join the club. As a Prepaid Casual member, we encourage you (but you are not obliged) to participate in other club activities or club service, but you may not enter competitions. 

All Members

1. You must wear non-marking shoes and not take food or drink on the courts.

2. Financial members may use our facilities, and may bring in non-member guests. Any member who brings in a non-member is responsible for their behaviour and for payment of any appropriate fees.

3. You may join the senior club if you are at least 17 years old on 1st January. You may join the junior club if you are under 17 years old on 1st January.

4. An intermediate is a junior member who has been invited by their junior coach and senior sport committee to play at senior club or in interclub matches, and who has paid any additional fees required.

5. Student Discount – If you are under 19 on 1st January and attend full-time education at a school or tertiary institution, you may apply in writing to the KRC management committee to pay the Junior Base Fee and Court Use charge. The KRC management committee may grant this at their discretion. Other charges remain at the senior rate.

6. Family Discount – If your family joins the Squash or Badminton clubs and pays all subscriptions within a 2 week period, you may take 10% off only the Base Fees. Any family member joining more than 2 weeks after the other family member(s) is only entitled to 10% off their own base fee. I.e. you can’t apply this discount retrospectively to subscriptions already paid. A Family is one adult and any additional related members living at the same address.

7. Members who join the club of more than one sporting code may claim a family membership discount.

8. Honorary Life Members and the previous year’s Singles Open Grade Champions do not have to pay the KRC Base fee, but must pay any other fees and subscriptions to actively participate in the club.

9. Subscriptions are not refundable.

10. Bar and lounge facilities (including a big-screen TV) are available for events, and private function hire.
Club Keys – Used to enter the club and turn on court lights

· You may not let anyone else use your key.  If you do, we may take disciplinary action, including but not limited to de-activating your key. 

· Children under 17 years old may only use the premises if a responsible adult is actively supervising them at all times. 

· If you require a replacement key, it is your responsibility to purchase one. 

· Keys operate between 6a.m. & 12a.m. and the KRC management committee may change or revoke the benefits and restrictions of each key at any time, at their discretion. 

Squash and Badminton Club court-use subscribers may turn on the lights using the keys of 2 members or 1 key and the ‘Visitor’ function. If all players have paid current subscriptions that include court use, then there will be no charge. If you bring a guest(s) to play, you must pay an hourly court-use visitor fee by placing the money in a labelled envelope and putting it into the office. We will activate your key when you have paid your subscription and any club debts. We may invoice accounts in debit. 

Any financial member of the club may purchase a club key, but junior and intermediate members may only do so with the approval of the junior coaches. If your membership type does not include the cost of court use, you may use the courts by pre-paying the court hire charges at the casual prepaid rate.

Prepaid Casual membership keys will be activated when the account is in credit and the club’s volunteer administrators have manually processed the advance payments. Please note that this may take over a week, as we do not have paid staff. If this will be inconvenient, we suggest that you pay for further court hire while you still have enough credit in your account for a week’s court use.

How to Make Payments: 

You must provide written details of your payment. 
Without these, we may not correctly identify it as your payment or use it for the purpose that you intended!!!!

Include the purpose of the payment, the payment method (and account number if you made a transfer), date, amount, and your first name and surname. You may email this to Admin@KumeuRacquetsClub.org. 
You may pay …

1. By electronic transfer (our preferred method). Put your first name and surname in the payee reference
2. By prior arrangement in person to the treasurer or their nominee. If you pay by Eftpos or Cash at the bar, you must include written details with your payment, and write your name and payment purpose on the club’s copy of the Eftpos receipt. If you don’t, you may not receive credit for your payment!
3. By cheque payable to the relevant club account name, sent to 50 Access Rd, Kumeu. 

NOTE: Please make Badminton Club payments as advised by your club captain or treasurer, so that they can record it and forward affiliation fees to Badminton Waitakere and the appropriate Base Fees to KRC.
